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Math Workshop
In math we have started our geometry unit.   Students are asked to classify geometrical shapes based
on shape, the number of parallel lines, and perpendicular lines. The kids are applying their knowledge of identifying shapes by using appropriate vocabulary and grouping shapes based on their attributes.

Reader’s Workshop
This week we are beginning our guided reading groups based on the mClass reading assessments we administered this past month.  You will receive a  letter and an evaluation of your children’s current reading level.  The wonderful part about the new reading assessment is that we can share targeted reading strategies that you can do with your child at home!  They will be included in the Monday Folder this week.  Reading’s Workshop focus this week will be explaining character traits and asking and answering questions while they are reading to build their comprehension skills.  Students will learn strategies to decode multi-syllabic words using their knowledge of long and short vowel sounds.

Writer’s Workshop
This week we are beginning our personal narrative story.  Students have been brainstorming topic ideas and practicing basic mechanics and grammar skills.  Students will describe an event or experience from their own life. They will write a personal narrative. They will use the writing process to draft a strong beginning, middle and ending. They will be expected to plan their writing using a narrative writing organizer. We will also be reviewing many of the basic writing mechanics and grammar. (proper capitalization, punctuation, nouns, adjectives, verbs, etc.) 

Social Studies and Science
We are completing our civics and government unit with an exciting final project this week.  Students will be creating a public service announcement which reflects how responsible citizens can contribute to preserving their community’s natural environment.  They will have a variety of formats to submit their final projects like iMovie, posters, PowerPoint, Prezi, or creating a skit.
